And it’s not over: to the Mondello Regatta Sergio Fattaruolo, one of the most known italian’s 
navigator could be there with its Class 40 Extreme Sail Academy which is having a navigation 
season with too many miles giving onboard a crews of students of the Academy.   
 
Circolo della Vela and Yacht Club de Monaco are sure that other registration requests will arrive 
just before competition, as usual. Expecially one crew, coordinated by Alberto Miani, is coming from 
Montecarlo; Guido’s father, 2013 winner in real time and recent winner of Melges 20 at Riva del
